**Academic Scholars must meet either the ACT score requirement OR the high school GPA AND class rank requirement. Students meeting only GPA and class rank  
	 requirements should have a minimum ACT score of 28.
Students can only receive one of the above tuition waivers.
Out of state students are eligible for the Academic Scholars program and Foundation Scholarships but are not eligible to receive the other tuition waivers above.
All in-state applicants will receive consideration for NSU Foundation Scholarships as well as the tuition waivers above.

To be considered for an NSU scholarship the following requirements must be met:
              •   Complete the NSU Application for Admission (scholarships will not be awarded until you have been admitted) 
              •   Attach a current official high school transcript to this application or application for admission
              •   Attach a copy of your ACT scores reflecting the highest overall composite (scores may be included on your high school transcript)
