Arrival & Participation

e Arrive by 5:00 p.m., one hour prior to ceremony start time. Plan for possible
traffic and parkingdelays. Mabee Center directions and parking information can be
found at: https://mabeecenter.com/visit/directions-parking/

e Enter the Mabee Center through the south entrance.

e You will be directed to the practice gym where you will have your picture taken by
professional photographers as you arrive.

e You will then be directed to your seat in the arena. You will return to the same seat
after beingrecognized on the stage and your picture with the President.
